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INTRODUCTION
"Using a computer at the English lessons increases 

motivation and cognitive activity 

of students of all ages, broadens their mind." 

(Dmitrieva EI)

        The English language is a widely spread international language, that is why nowadays it is taught in most schools. There are different ways of learning a foreign language. One of them is studying with the use of a computer.

       Undoubtedly, a computer is a perfect assistant at learning English. But is it able to replace a teacher? Can a student succeed in studying English without a computer?

     To answer these questions, the following research work was carried out.

 The goal of the research work: to explore the positive and negative aspects of learning English with the help of the Internet.
The hypothesis: The computer program language can replace an English teacher.
The research objectives:

1. To study the English language training programs and websites to identify the most suitable for use by students;
2. To characterize online learning resources;
3. To create a minimum list of educational websites, programs, textbooks, etc. for students studying English;
4. To identify the views of schools through the survey:

- The effectiveness of the computer use in the study of the English language;

- The possibility of the replacement of the English language teachers by computer programs;

4. By means of testing to compare the level of knowledge of students taught by the  English teachers  and  learners  who use language programs on their own.

5. To prove or disprove the hypothesis.

The object of the study: the English language training.

The subject of the research: "The Role of the English language in the modern world.  Learning English with a compute and the Internet.
 The methods and techniques used to achieve these goals: the analysis of the scientific literature, periodicals and Internet resources for the research problem, the data analysis, the questionnaire method of testing.
The research work consists of 6 parts: the introduction, the theoretical part, the practical part, the conclusion, the bibliography and the appendix.
In conducting the study there have been defined the goals, the objectives, the stages of the research work and research methods, as well as the relevance of the study, the practical significance.
The research work includes two stages. The theoretical stage consists of two parts. The first part focused on the identification of use a computer in the studying of the English language; the second part is devoted to the analysis of the existing educational websites, drawing up the list of programs, the most appropriate books for schoolchildren.

The practical phase of the study was conducted at two Simferopol schools:  MBEE «School № 7 named after. A.V. Mokrousov with the intensive course of English» and MBEE «School № 24». This phase of the study consisted of the questionnaires and tests.

The conclusion contains general conclusions on the research.

The references include the used Internet resources.

The application contains the results of the survey and testing, presented in the form of tables and diagrams.
The practical significance: The results of the research work can be used by students in their learning process.

THE FIRST PHASE OF THE RESEARCH
This phase consists of two parts. The first part focused on the identification of the computer using in the study of the English language; The second part is devoted to the analysis of the existing educational websites, drawing up the list of programs, the most appropriate books for school children.

Part one:

From my personal experience, it can be concluded that the Internet makes it possible to participate in the teleconferences, including online chat rooms, which are attended by students from all over the world, it is an additional, very interesting and useful feature of new contacts in the real speech practice.  

Besides the English language reports look very interesting and colourful if they are made out with Power Point presentations.
The second part:
This part includes a comparative analysis of the most popular sites and programs for learning English, in order to identify the most suitable for students and give their characteristics. 

1. The training program "Professor Higgins. English without an accent" is a great help in carrying out the phonetic charges. Students have the opportunity to watch the articulation movement on the computer screen and to perceive by ear the correct intonation.

2. The multimedia textbook "English Basic Course" contains texts for listening on the cross-cultural themes in the middle and upper classes.

3. The multimedia textbook «English Course» contains a large variety of dialogues on various topics.

4. The multimedia program "English. The path to perfection" is rich in vivid games, movies, and text.

5. The program «Bridge to English» also has a number of supporting manuals: an English-Russian dictionary, grammatical and phonetic guides.
The list of the studied sites is made up of a variety of courses for different categories of students, designed for self-learning or teacher-led (Application №1).
The first conclusion:
In the first phase of the study, it can be concluded that the computer  is the most suitable assistant in teaching English.

  Will it be able to replace the teacher completely?

To answer this question, the second phase of the study was carried out.
THE SECOND PHASE OF THE RESEARCH
 The second phase of the research consisted of two parts: the survey and testing.

Part one: The purpose of the survey, based on the opinion of students, is to confirm or refute the hypothesis.
There has been conducted the survey of students of 4th  and 6th  grades of School №7 and School №24. 25 students participated in the survey. The questionnaire consisted of 8 questions (Application №2)
   After analyzing the survey results, we concluded that for the majority of primary-level pupils the computer is a source of entertainment (80%), and only then – a learning tool. But in the middle tier, the students agree with the view that a computer is a source of information (44%); in the junior tier the students prefer game programs (72%), in the middle tier they prefer training (52%); and those and others believe that the use of computers makes learning English interesting (60% and 52%) and can enrich vocabulary (52% and 52%); the majority of pupils of younger age believes that the use of computers in the study of the English language is always effective (40%); while the students of the middle tier believe that only sometimes promotes better assimilation of grammar (56%). But the majority of students of the junior level, when learning the English language, rarely use the Internet (52%) and the students of the middle tier need the internet more often (52 %). However, they sometimes require the Internet to look for reports for the lessons of the English language (96% and 84%), the younger learners believe that a computer can replace a teacher of English (12%), the learners of the middle tier (16%).
The second conclusion:

   The survey shows a greater number of students have proficient computer skills. This means that students can not only play various computer games, but also have the skills to work in a variety of computer programs and communicate on the Internet, create computer presentations for lessons. Most respondents believe that the computer cannot replace a teacher of the English language (refer to Application №3)
Part two

The purpose of testing is to determine the level of students' knowledge, using a different method of learning English.
In the third stage of my research the students of 6th -8th grades  were tested in School №7 and School №24. 12 students took part in the testing, and 4 students from School № 24, who learn English with the help of the language computer programs, 2 of them study English individually with a teacher. The testing included tasks for students of 5th  -7th  grades . The test sheets are attached in Application №4. The criteria and evaluation results are displayed in Application №5.
The third conclusion:
The test results show the level of knowledge and understanding the text, including the pace of work, the use of vocabulary by students who study with a teacher in the school curriculum, is much higher than of the students who learn English using the language computer programs.
ACHIEVED RESULTS
There have been studied the positive and negative aspects of learning the English language using the Internet. The analysis of the training programs and English language sites on the Internet have been made, identifying the most suitable for students. There have been prepared a minimum list of educational Internet sites for learning English by students. Through the survey there have been identified the opinions of schoolchildren, the effectiveness of using a computer in the study of the English language and the possibility of the replacement of the English language teachers by computer programs. By means of testing there have been compared the levels of knowledge of the students taught by the English teachers and learners, who use computer language programs.
The hypothesis has not been proven: The computer language programs are not able to replace English teachers.
CONCLUSION
         The results of the research show that computers play a huge role in learning the English language, as there is an interesting and useful feature of new contacts in the real speech practice. Computer language programs can be used as an additional source of the learning process. The disadvantages of using a computer in learning English are reflected in the results of the testing. They demonstrate that the level of knowledge of the students who used computer software is much lower than that of those who are studying English with a teacher. Consequently, the Internet technologies are not able to replace live communication between a teacher and a student.
